Standards of Care Committee Summary

The attached self assessment was derived from a format sent out by the Department of Housing and Urban Development.  The Standards of Care Committee decided this was the most generic format to start the self assessment process with, given the fact that many shelters already use it.  In addition, the Standards of Care Committee makes the following recommendations:

Year One of Self Assessment: require each program to complete and return to designated review committee.


Document areas of weakness and program plan to rectify problems.


Send written confirmation of those findings to program.


Goal is 90% compliance

Year Two of Self Assessment: Conduct on site assessment with program staff, paying particular attention to whether or not modifications were made based on the previous years seldf assessment.


Require hard copies of previously determined portions of the assessment.


Document findings and prepare a written summary of those findings to the CoC Leadership.


Goal is 90% compliance

Year Three of Self Assessment: Continue individual self assessments.  Determine what if any ramifications will be leveled for those programs who do not meet at least 90% compliance.
